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This procedure describes the responsibilities of Researchers who engage in research involving 
human participants. 
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Researchers are required to conduct research in compliance with applicable policies and 
guidelines, and to comply with all UHREB requirements. 
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All researchers, UHREB members, Faculty Supervisors, and REB Office Personnel are responsible 
for ensuring that the requirements in this document are met.  
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Researchers are responsible for complying with the decisions, responsibilities, and requirements 
set out by the UHREB, and ensuring the following (if applicable): 
 
4.1 Researchers should familiarize themselves with the latest version of the TCPS and any 

other applicable professional (discipline-based) ethics guidelines that are relevant to the 
proposed research.  

4.2 Researchers MUST complete the TCPS CORE tutorial 
(https://ethics.gc.ca/eng/education_tutorial-didacticiel.html).  A copy of the 
certification of the completed CORE tutorial must be appended to applications 
submitted to the UHREB. Researchers should ensure that all research personnel are 
appropriately qualified by education, training and experience to assume responsibility
